WHITE WINE

VIOGNIER PRESTIGE (2008/09)

Haan Wines (A)

This wine exhibits a very elegant form of Viognier, with strong apricot
and honeysuckle aromas with smoky nuances from barrel ageing.
The Viognier fruit is upfront and generous, with lashings of pear and
quince-like fruit flavours. This intensity is maintained throughout the
palate, finishing with soft mineral-like acidity.

CHABLIS (2009/10)

1er Cru Fourchaume, Domaine Jean Goulley (F)

The area of Fourchaume is an extension of the northerly slopes of
the Chablis Grands Crus. Fourchaume is distinguished by its power,
elegance, bouquet and length - classic and mineral Chablis.

POUILLY FUME (2007/08)

Chateau de Tracy (F)

A well-balanced fine dry white wine that is full and round on the
palate, with a fruity and flinty bouquet. The epitome of fine Pouilly
Fume showing typical blackcurrant and mineral characters.

SANCERRE (2010/11)

La Moussiere, Alphonse Mellot (F)
Deliciously dry and herbaceous with a pungent, expressive bouquet
of crystalline fruits and wonderful length.

MEURSAULT °LE LIMOZIN’ (2008/09)

Domaine Rene Monnier (F)

This elegant wine has fine lemony fruit combined with peach and
some pineapple notes. Beautifully well integrated oak and a lovely
length.

CHATEAU CISSAC (2007/08)

Haut Medoc AOC (F)

A full flavoured, reliable, robust and balanced Cru Bourgeois
showing classic Bordeaux notes of cedar and tobacco.

PINOT NOIR (2008/09)

Hamilton Russell Vineyuards (SA)

Finely oaked, with aromas and flavours of raspberry, cherry and
plum, with hints of game, develop to a deeper more complex,
earthy, mushroom character with bottle age. The Pinot flavoured
ripe sweetness is held together by fair tannins and perfect balance.

GEVREY CHAMBERTIN (2007/08)
Domaine Marchand Grillot (F)

A smooth wine showing ripe raspberries on the nose and palate with
spicy and earthy notes through to a firm finish.

CHATEAUNEUF DU PAPE (2007/08)

Les Cailloux, Domaine Andre Brunel (F)

A deep coloured wine with a hint of cherries, smoke and ripe fruit on
nose and palate. A concentrated, complete and elegant wine with
smooth flavours lasting through to a long finish.

RESERVE DE LEOVILLE BARTON (2007/08)

Chateau Leoville Barton (F)
Smooth with coffee and cedar notes - a classically styled Bordeaux
from this esteemed estate in St Julien.

BEAUNE 1ER CRU LES BRESSANDES (2005/0¢)

Domaine Albeert Morot (F)

Complex, very ripe nose combines roasted cherry, raspberry and
plums. Silky, elegant Beaune, finishing long and with ripe tannins
and vibrant red fruit flavours.

BAROLO RISERVA (2005/06)

Costa di Bussia (I)

Matured for three years in casks to develop the characteristic slightly
gamey and spicy tones for which Barolo Riservas are famed. This wine
has firm tannins combined with ripe fruit flavours and a tangy finish.
